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|. Foundations

1. Name, Composition and Headquarters

1.1 Under the name International Snowscoot Federations or I2SF and in accordance with the present Statutes
an Federations is in existence. Its membership consists of National Snowscoot Associations or Federations having
approved these Statutes and having been affiliated as members.

1.2 The name, International Snowscoot Federation, will be abbreviated in all languages as I2SF.
1.3 In the present Statutes the term "Snowscoot" includes all related equipment.

1.4 The headquarters of the 12SF are in Switzerland.

15 The I2SF uses the following logograms:

INTERNATIONAL SNOWSCOOT FEDERATION

It can create other logograms.
The I2SF reserves all rights for the use and the disposal of its logograms.

2. Jurisdiction

2.1 The I2SF is the supreme authority in all matters concerning the sport of Snowscoot.

2.2 The 12SF cooperates with the International Olympic Committee (IOC) and other international sport
organizations.

3. Objectives of the 12SF

The 12SF aims:

3.1 to promote the sport of Snowscoot and to supervise and direct the development of all Snowscoot activities;
3.2 to establish and maintain friendly relations with and between the Members Associations or Federations;

3.3 to support within its possibilities the objectives of Members Associations or Federations;

3.4 to promote the cooperation and mutual understanding between athletes from all countries;

3.5 to organize World Snowscoot Championships, World and Continental Cups, as well as other competitions
which are approved by the Congress or the Council;

3.6 to establish Rules for all Snowscoot competitions approved by the I12SF;

3.7 to recognize only those international competitions which comply with the Statutes and Rules of the I2SF
and to ensure that those Statutes and Rules are observed at such competitions;

3.8 to fight against doping in the sport of Snowscoot and implement Anti-Doping Rules in accordance with the
World Anti-Doping Code to do so;

3.9 to envisage and put at execution sanctions;

3.10 to prepare Rules and make recommendations for recreational Snowscoot;

3.11 to serve as the highest court of appeal for protests and other legal questions concerning international
Snowscoot competitions and for all questions concerning 12SF Rules;

3.12  to generally promote the sport of Snowscoot as recreational and leisure sport in the interest of all those
which practise it and especially as a healthy activity for children and youth;
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3.13 to take all possible steps to avoid accidents;
3.14 to take into consideration the protection of environment and to take care of external relations.

4. Neutrality

4.1 The 12SF is neutral. The I12SF does not allow any discrimination of and by a National Snowscoot
Association or Federation, a club or an individual member for political, racial or religious reasons.

4.2 The I2SF respects the autonomy of its affiliated National Snowscoot Associations or Federations.

5. Languages

5.1 The official languages of the 12SF are French, English and German; for interpretations of the Statutes,
Rules and decisions the French text prevails.

5.2 Each Congress decides which of these languages shall be the working languages of the next Congress.

[I. Membership

6. Affiliation of Members

6.1 A National Snowscoot Association or Federation can be affiliated as a member if it represents the majority
of the Snowscoot riders in that country.

6.2 Only one Snowscoot organization (one National Snowscoot Association or Federation) from each country

(that is from each autonomous state) can become a member of the I12SF, usually under the name it is known in its
own country.

6.3 A National Snowscoot Associations or Federations wishing to become a member of the I2SF must apply in
writing to the Council. Accompanying this application there must be a copy of the National Association or
Federation's statutes and Snowscoot competition rules in French, English or German — in order to prove that they
conform with the 12SF Statutes and Rules — as well as a statement giving the number of its affiliated clubs and the
total number of individual members of the affiliated clubs.

6.4 With the submission of an application for membership, the National Snowscoot Association or Federation
declares that it will observe the Duties according to Art. 8.
6.5 Decisions on applications for membership of the I2SF are made by the Congress. If the Council agrees to

the application of a new Member Association or Federation during the period between two Congresses, the
Association or Federation may be accepted as a temporary member of the 12SF. To be final, the decision must be
ratified by the next Congress.

7. Rights of the Members Associations or Federations
Each Members Associations or Federations has the right

7.1 to take part in the Congress, to make proposals to the Council and to the Congress, and to vote;

7.2 to appeal and to be consulted in all matters specifically concerning the Association or Federation;

7.3 to nominate members of its Association or Federation for activity in the I2SF;

7.4 to enter its Snowscoot riders in World Snowscoot Championships and other competitions approved by the
I2SF in accordance with the entry rules for these competitions;

7.5 to organize international Snowscoot competitions approved by the 12SF;

7.6 to examine (and if feasible to be consulted) in all contracts made by the I2SF which concern the interests of

the Members Associations or Federations or which put them under obligations. Upon request of a Member
Association or Federation the 12SF has to make these contracts available.

8. Duties of the Members Associations or Federations

8.1 The Members Associations or Federations and their individual members are subject to the I12SF Statutes,
to the I12SF Rules and to the decisions taken by the Congress and the Council.

8.2 No Members Associations or Federations or member thereof is entitled to participate in international
Snowscoot events, not to receive prizes or awards from such events unless they are approved by the 12SF.

8.3 The Members Associations or Federations must inform the 12SF by March 31st each year of the number of
their members (clubs and individuals).

8.4 The Members Associations or Federations must pay to the I2SF within the time limit the annual

subscriptions and fees.

9. End of Membership

9.1 A Member Association or Federation can apply at any time to withdraw from membership in the 12SF.
Membership ends one month after receipt of the application by the I2SF.
9.2 A Member Association or Federation may be excluded:

9.2.1 by decision of the Council for failure to fulfil its financial obligations;

9.2.2 by a decision of the Congress supported by a majority of two-thirds for infringement of the Statutes or the
Rules of the 12SF.

9.3 Re-entry into the 12SF is only possible if the Member Association or Federation has fulfilled its financial
and/ or other obligations towards the I12SF.
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9.4 A Member which ends its membership has no claim against the funds of the I2SF.

10. Associate Membership

10.1 A National Snowscoot Association or Federation with fewer than 500 members and fewer than three
Snowscoot clubs can be accepted as an associate member of the 12SF.

10.2 An associate member has the right:

10.2.1 to participate in the Congress, however without right to make proposals or to vote;

10.2.2 to enter Snowscoot riders in the World Snowscoot Championships and other competitions approved by the
I2SF according to art. 7.4.

10.3 An associate member does not pay the annual subscription. Otherwise, the associate member has the
same duties as a full member.

10.4 To end associate membership: art. 9 applies.

11. Honorary Membership and other Awards

111 The Congress may confer the title of Honorary President of the I12SF.
11.2 The Congress may confer the title of Honorary Member of the 12SF.
11.3 Other awards may be conferred by the Council.

11.4 The order of procedure will be governed by by-laws.

[ll. Organization of the 12SF

12. The I2SF consists of the following bodies
12.1 For decision:

12.1.1 Congress

12.1.2 Council with Executive Board and Secretary-General
12.1.3 The Doping Panel of the Council
12.1.4 12SF Court

12.2 For advice:

12.2.1 Committees and their Sub-Committees
12.2.2 Working Groups

12.3 For Competition tasks

12.3.1 Competition Juries

12.3.2 Appeals Commissions

12.4  Auditors

A. The Congress

13. Authority and Functions

13.1 The Congress is the highest authority of the I2SF.

13.2 The Congress has the following functions:

13.2.1 Establishing and modifying the Statutes and the International Snowscoot Competition Rules;

13.2.2 Reviewing the business reports of the Council, the accounts and reports of the auditors; granting discharge
to the Council;

13.2.3 Approving the budget including the annual subscriptions and fees;

13.2.4 Electing the Council and the auditors;

13.2.5 Affiliating and excluding Members Associations or Federations including associate members; 13.2.6
Deciding on the proposals of the Members Associations or Federations and the Council as well as deciding on
appeals against Council decisions;

13.2.7 Introduction, modification or cancellation of events;

14. Ordinary Congress

14.1 The ordinary Congress meets every even year, as a rule between May 15 and June 15.

14.2 The organization of the Congress must be entrusted to a Member Association or Federation of a country
capable of fulfilling the conditions specified by the Council, in particular to ensure that all members of the
Committees and the official delegates can participate.

14.3 The Council will decide where the next Congress will be held. The organizer of the Congress will be
appointed four years in advance.

14.4 The Council fixes the date of the next Congress.

15. Extraordinary Congress

15.1 An extraordinary Congress is called upon:

15.1.1 a proposal supported by two-thirds of the Council Members;

15.1.2 a proposal supported by a majority of votes of the Members Associations or Federations.
15.2 The proposal must be substantiated. It shall be accompanied by a proposal for the Agenda.
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15.3 The Congress must be called within three months after receipt of the proposal. The Council decides when
and where the Congress shall take place.

16. Participation in the Congress

16.1 Each Member Association or Federation is entitled to have up to three official delegates in the Congress.
These delegates shall be members of the Association or Federation which they represent and of the same
nationality as their Association or Federation.

16.2 The following participate in the proceedings of the Congress:

16.2.1 the official delegates of the Members Associations or Federations;

16.2.2 the Members of the Council;

16.2.3 the Chairmen of the Committees or in their place the speakers appointed by the Committees.

17. Voting rights

171 Each Member Association or Federation has at least one vote.

17.2 There shall be one additional vote (in all two votes) for each Member Association or Federation having at
least 10000 members and fulfilling one of the following conditions:

17.2.1 to have participated with competitors in the last World Snowscoot Championships or

17.2.2 to have organized during the preceding two years at least one international event each year, included in the
I2SF Calendar.

17.3 There shall be two additional votes (in all three votes) for each Member Association or Federation having at
least 50000 members and fulfilling both of the above conditions.

17.4  Any Member Association or Federation which has not fully paid its annual subscription may be represented
in the Congress, but has no voting rights and may submit no proposals.

175 The list of votes of Members Associations or Federations is compiled by the Secretary-General. The list
shall be made known to the Members Associations or Federations one month before the opening of the Congress.

18. Directing the Congress

18.1 The I2SF President directs the deliberations, the elections and the voting. He is entitled to participate in the
discussions and to submit proposals.

18.2 If the President is prevented from attending, he will be represented by a Vice-President appointed by the
Council.

19. Agenda of the Congress

19.1 The Agenda of an ordinary Congress shall include the following items:

19.1.1 Opening of the Congress;

19.1.2 Roll-call of the official delegates present and certification of the number of votes of each Member
Association or Federation;

19.1.3 Approval of the Agenda;

19.1.4 Decision whether the discussions are to be public; if not, appointment of delegates charged with the issue
of communications to the press;

19.1.5 Election of two certifiers of the minutes;

19.1.6 Minutes of the previous ordinary Congress;

19.1.7 Report of the President and of the I2SF Committees on the activity of the 12SF since the previous Congress;
19.1.8 Statutes;

19.1.9 International Snowscoot Competition Rules;

19.1.10 Proposals by the Members Associations or Federations and the Council not directly related to the Statutes
or the Rules;

19.1.11 Olympic Winter Games;

19.1.12 World Snowscoot Championships;

19.1.13 12SF Publications;

19.1.14 Affiliation and exclusion of Members Associations or Federations;

19.1.15 Report on the accounts, report of the auditors, vote on the adoption of the accounts for the financial period
since the last Congress;

19.1.16 Annual subscriptions, calendar fees and other financial obligations;

19.1.17 Budget for the next financial period;

19.1.18 Election of the 12SF Council;

19.1.19 Election of two auditors of the accounts for the next financial period;

19.1.20 Decision on the working languages of the next Congress;

19.1.21 Any other business;

19.1.22 Closing of the Congress.

19.2 The Council establishes the Agenda of an extraordinary Congress in accordance with the proposals
submitted.

19.3 The Secretary-General must notify the Members Associations or Federations of the Agenda one month
before the opening of a Congress.
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20. Proposals
20.1 Proposals may be submitted by

— the Members Associations or Federations

— the Council
20.2 Proposals must reach the Secretary-General by September 30 of the year preceding the Congress. The
proposals must be written in French, English and German.
20.3 The Committees shall deal with the proposals pertaining to their domain and give the Council their opinions
before November 15 of the year preceding the Congress.
20.4 Thereupon the Council checks the proposals and the comments of the Committees and decides on its own
recommendations to the Congress.
20.5 The proposals along with the comments of the Committees and the recommendations of the Council must
be presented to the Members Associations or Federations by February 15 of the year of the Congress.
20.6 Proposals reaching the Secretary-General later than the above time limit or submitted during the Congress
may be dealt with only when a two-thirds majority of the Council agrees to consider them as urgent.

21. Voting

21.1 The Congress can only enact decisions on matters on the Agenda or on urgent proposals submitted to art.
20.6.

21.2 The Congress normally makes its decisions by a simple majority vote, that is by a majority of the valid
votes. Invalid or blank ballots or abstentions are not counted.

21.3 The following decisions require a majority of two-thirds of the valid votes.

21.3.1 Amendments to the Statutes;

21.3.2 Introduction of new championships or new competitions, limited by areas or by the status of the participants;
21.3.3 Modification or cancellation of existing events;

21.3.4 Introduction of new events.

21.4 The decision to dissolve the 12SF requires a two-thirds majority of the valid votes and a quorum of at least
two-thirds of the Members Associations or Federations.

21.5 The voting is carried out openly as long as no participant in the Congress entitled to vote requests a secret
ballot.

21.6 The counting of the votes shall be done and certified by three tellers (representatives without votes)
appointed by the Congress.

21.7 In the event of a tie, the President has the deciding vote.

21.8 A vote by mail or vote by proxy is not allowed.

21.9 Decisions will come into effect immediately, unless any other arrangement is expressly made.

22. Elections
22.1 Voting in elections is by secret ballot. Voting can be public if the number of candidates equals the number
of positions to be filled.
22.2 The voting cards must contain as many different names as there are candidates to elect. Voting ballots with
too many or too few names are invalid.
22.3 The Council is elected in the following order:

— President

— 16 Members of the Council (election Vice-Presidents see 24.1.2)
22.4 A simple voting majority is required.
22.5 In case of a tie for the last place or places a second ballot will be taken between those who tied.
22.6 A candidate for the Council must not later than thirty days before the opening of the Congress be proposed
by his Association or Federation.
22.7 The list of proposed candidates shall not later than 21 days before the opening of the Congress be sent to
the Members Associations or Federations.

23. Minutes

23.1 The Secretary-General is responsible for the minutes of the Congress which have to be verified by two
certifiers.

23.2 The minutes shall be published in English. All titles and decisions taken by the Congress shall

be reproduced in French, English and German.

B. The Council

24. Composition

24.1 The Council consists of

24.1.1 a President

24.1.2 four Vice-Presidents. The Council shall elect 4 Vice-Presidents from the 16 Members elected by the
Congress at its first meeting after the closing of the respective Congress.

24.1.3 twelve Members

24.1.4 a Secretary-General with voice but no vote.
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24.2 The President, the Vice-Presidents and the Members of the Council must belong to different Member
Association or Federation with the exception of the Secretary-General.

25. Length of Service

25.1 The President is elected for a four year term.

25.2 The other 16 Council Members with the exception of the Secretary-General are elected for two years.
25.3 The President and Members are re-eligible at will.

26. Authority

26.1 The Council is the supreme authority of the I2SF between the Congresses.

26.2 The Council makes all necessary decisions. As far as such decisions fall within the competence of the
Congress, they are only valid until the next Congress and must be submitted for decision.

26.3 The Council represents the I2SF and takes care of the relations with other international sports federations
and organizations.

27. Duties and Responsibilities

27.1 The Council is responsible for the overall conduct of business.

27.2 In detail the Council has the following duties:

27.2.1 to submit proposals to the Congress;

27.2.2 to execute the decisions taken by the Congress;

27.2.3 to appoint organizers of World Snowscoot Championships;

27.2.4 to determine contributions of candidates and organizers of World Snowscoot Championships in favour of
small and developing Members Associations or Federations;

27.2.5 to establish and amend the International Snowscoot Competition Rules, the Anti-Doping Rules and other
regulations;

27.2.6 to ensure that the Statutes, the International Snowscoot Competition Rules and the decisions of the
Council are observed;

27.2.7 to draft Rules and recommendations for recreational Snowscoot;

27.2.8 to consider and, where appropriate, approve proposals of the Committees;

27.2.9 to prepare the Congress;

27.2.10 to impose sanctions.

27.2.11 to implement a provisional order against Members Associations or Federations, competitors and officials
for serious breaches of the rules.

27.3 The Council may delegate some of its duties to the President and/or to the Secretary-General.

27.4 The current affairs are taken care of by the President and/or the Secretary-General in accordance with their
terms of reference.

28. Appointments

28.1 The Council makes the following appointments:

28.1.1 the I2SF Treasurer/Chairman of the Finance Commission from the elected members of the Council;

28.1.2 the Secretary-General,

28.1.3 the Chairmen and the Members of the Committees and Sub-Committees;

28.1.4 the Doping Panel of the Council as well as experts according to the Anti-Doping Rules;

28.1.5 Working Groups;

28.1.6 12SF Court;

28.1.7 Appeals Commissions;

28.1.8 Competition Juries at 12SF World Championships and Olympic Winter Games.

28.2 The Council determines the rights and obligations of these bodies, so far as they are not laid out in the
Statutes.

28.3 With the exception of decisions by the I12SF Court the proposals of these bodies mentioned in art. 28.1 —
28.1.3 require the approval of the Council to be effective, unless the Congress is competent for the particular type of
decision.

28.4 Only the Council is responsible to the Congress.

29. Meetings

29.1 The Council meets, at the invitation of the President, as often as the business requires, as a rule twice a
year.

29.2 Five Members can submit to the President a written request for a meeting, including proposals for the
Agenda.

29.3 The quorum of the Council is twelve.

30. Votings

30.1 A simple majority of the Members present is required for all Council decisions.
30.2 Every Council Member has one vote, except the Secretary-General.

30.3 The President can vote. When the vote is tied, he has the deciding vote.

30.4 The Council can take a decision on single urgent matters without meeting. Such a decision requires the
majority of all Council Members.

30.5 Council Members act and vote as independent individuals and not as representatives of their Nationals
Associations or Federations.

31. Appeal against Council Decisions

31.1 Appeals against decisions of the Council, which concern the membership status have to be submitted to
the Congress.

31.2 Appeals against Council decisions in regard to sanctions in doping cases must be submitted to the Court of
Arbitration for Sport.

31.3 Appeals against Council decisions in regard to other sanctions and to provisional orders must be submitted
to the I12SF Court.

31.4  Appeals will not delay the implementation of such decisions.

32. Minutes

32.1 Minutes of the Council Meetings have to be sent as soon as possible to the Council Members.

32.2 A summary of the decisions of each Council Meeting (a record of decisions) has to be sent by airmail as
soon as possible to all Members Associations or Federations.

C. The Executive Committee

33. Composition and Duties

33.1 The Executive Committee is composed of the President, the four Vice-Presidents, the Chairman of the
Finance Commission and the Secretary-General.

33.2 The Executive Committee decides on any urgent business between Council Meetings.

33.3 It is responsible to the Council.

D. The President

34. Authority

34.1 The President represents the 12SF in all important matters, especially in negotiations with the 10C and
other international organizations.

34.2 The President directs the Congress and the Council Meetings.

E. The Treasurer/Chairman of the Finance Commission

35. Task

35.1 The I2SF Treasurer/Chairman of the Finance Commission is responsible to establish and implement the
I2SF budget, to act as the 12SF financial representative, to supervise the financial management and to report the
financial situation to the Council and the Congress.

F. The Secretary-General

36. Appointment, Duration of Office
36.1 The Secretary-General is appointed by the Council.
36.2 He is appointed for an unlimited period.

37. Authority
37.1 The Secretary-General is the Secretary of the Council and of the Executive Committee.
37.2 The Secretary-General is the Director of the 12SF Head Office.

38. Duties and Responsibilities

38.1 The Secretary-General prepares the business of the Congress and the Council.

38.2 He takes care of the current affairs including finances and accounts in cooperation with the President and
in accordance with their respective terms of reference.

38.3 He coordinates the work of the Committees and Sub-Committees and confirms on behalf of the Council
their meetings and the minutes of their meetings.

38.4 He is responsible for the general relations with the Members Associations or Federations, the Council
Members, the Committees and other organizations and institutions in cooperation with the President.

38.5 He enacts the decisions of the Council and keeps the Council informed.

38.6 He assumes any other duties delegated to him by the Council.

38.7 He is responsible to the Council.
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G. The Doping Panel of the Council
39. Duties and decision-making competence of the Doping Panel of the Council are defined in the 12SF Anti-
Doping Rules.

H. The 12SF Court

40. The 12SF Court decides about:

40.1 appeals against sanctions imposed by the Council and Appeals Commissions with the exception of doping
cases;

40.2 disputes between Members Associations or Federations;

40.3 disputes between Members Associations or Federations and competitors as long as both parties are in
agreement;

40.4 other cases on request of the Council (see: regulations for disciplinary sanctions).

I. The Appeals Commissions

41. The Appeals Commissions decide:

41.1 appeals against decisions of competition juries
41.2 cases which are referred by competition juries

J. The Competition Juries

42. The competition juries decide:

42.1 breaches against the competition rules

42.2 If the penalty measures within the competence of a competition jury are insufficient for the serious nature of
an offence, it may refer the matter to the Appeals Commission for consideration.

K. The Committees, Sub-Committees and Working Groups

43. Position and Function

43.1 The Council appoints the Chairmen and the Members of Committees, Sub-Committees and Working
Groups that shall be advisory to the Council and shall be responsible for the technical and other specified activities
of the 12SF.

43.2 The Committees, Sub-Committees and Working Groups may be appointed for the period between two
ordinary Congresses or for a specified period.

43.3 The Chairmen and Members of the Committees and/or Sub-Committees should if possible belong to
different Members Associations or Federations. If a Chairman and/or members of a Committee or Sub-Committee
belong to the same Member Association or Federation, they have only one vote between them.

L. The Auditors

44. Function

44.1 The auditors examine the accounts presented by the Council and submit a written report to the Congress.
44.2 The auditors should have the right but not the duty to conduct spot checks to determine the proper use of
the financial support that is provided to member National Snowscoot Associations or Federations.

44.3 In addition to the auditors selected by the Congress a chartered accountant firm must audit the accounts.

IV. Finances and Accounting

45, Income

The income of the I12SF consists of:

451 Annual subscriptions from the Members Associations or Federations;
45.2 Calendar fees;

453 Contributions from sponsors and other donations;

45.4 Proceeds from rights;

455 Proceeds from sales;

45.6 Miscellaneous.

46. Annual Subscription and Fees

46.1 The I2SF collects annual subscriptions and fees.

46.2 The basic amount of the annual subscription for the next two years is set by the Congress. At present it is a
maximum of CHF 450 (Four Hundred Fifty Swiss Francs). The Members Associations or Federations pay as follows:
46.2.1 Members Associations or Federations with up to 5000 individual members pay the basic amount;

46.2.2 Members Associations or Federations with 5000 to 25000 individual members pay three times the basic
amount;
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46.2.3 Members Associations or Federations with more than 25000 individual members pay six times the basic
amount.

46.3 In addition to the annual subscription, a calendar fee, which is also fixed by the Congress, is due for each
event listed in the I2SF Calendar.

46.4 For further events, approved by the 12SF after the publication of the I2SF Calendar, a 50% surcharge must
be paid in addition to the regular calendar fee.

46.5 Payments must be made before November 15 in each year. In cases of additional approval of events under
art. 45.4, payments are due 30 days after approval. If payment is late, the following shall apply:

46.5.1 following a reminder from the 12SF, payment must be made before December 31. The amount will be
raised by 25%;

46.5.2 if payment is still not made, the amount will be increased by 50%;

46.5.3 if payment is not made by March 31 of the following year, the member will be expelled from the I12SF.

46.6 For countries in the southern hemisphere, the above dates may be six months later.

47. Payment of Costs, Liability

47.1 Annual subscriptions and fees are to be calculated in such an amount that I2SF can meet its financial
obligations at any time.

47.2 Only the assets of the 12SF can be used to settle 12SF liabilities and obligations. Any liability of the
Members Associations or Federations is excluded.

48. Financial Period

48.1 The financial period of the I2SF is 2 years, beginning on January 1st of the year in which an ordinary
Congress is held and ending on December 31st of the year prior to the next Congress.

48.2 The audited accounts shall be submitted to Member Association or Federation at least 21 days before the
opening of the Congress.

V. Sanctions

49. Principle

49.1 For infringement of the Statutes, 12SF Rules and the decisions of the Congress or the Council, sanctions
may be imposed against the Members Associations or Federations and their members concerned, as well as
against competitors and officials.

49.2 An appeal to the Congress is possible following the imposition of sanctions by the Council.

49.3 An appeal will not delay the implementation of the sanctions.

50. Types of Sanctions
50.1 The following sanctions can be imposed:

- warning

- start prohibition

- change to the starting order

- disqualification

- removal or refusal of accreditation

- cancellation of a competition in the 12SF Calendar

- monetary fine

- suspension for a period or lifetime

- exclusion from the I12SF
50.2 If a Member Association or Federation partly or entirely fails to fulfil the obligations involved in art. 8, the
Council is entitled by a majority of two-thirds of the votes, to cancel wholly or partly the rights of this Member
Association or Federation specified in art. 7.
50.3 A Member Association or Federation which has fulfilled its financial obligations shall in any case be entitled
to participate in the next Congress. However the voting rights and the right to make proposals may be withdrawn.
50.4 A Member Association or Federation which licenses a Snowscoot rider who has been disqualified by the
I2SF for a Snowscoot competition announced in the 12SF Calendar shall lose all its privileges except the right to
participate in the next Congress.
50.5 Failure to observe 12SF Rules relating to television and broadcasting transmissions as well as moving
pictures such as film and video, and conducting Snowscoot competitions which interfere with 12SF interests or 12SF
Rules will result in removing of the competition concerned from the I2SF Calendar and in banning the site of the
event for further competitions of the 12SF. The Council will determine the length of the ban.

51. Responsibility

51.1 The Congress can exclude a Member Association or Federation.

51.2 The Council can impose disqualifications, removal or refusal of accreditation, cancel competitions from the
I2SF Calendar, impose fines and suspensions for a period or lifetime. For serious breaches the Council can express
a provisional order.
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51.3 The 12SF Court can enforce all sanctions listed under Art. 49.1

51.4 The Appeals Commissions can apply disqualifications, fines up to CHF. 100,000 (One Hundred Thousand
Swiss Francs) and suspensions.

51.5 The competition juries can express warnings, start prohibition, changes of the starting order,
disqualification, removal or refusal of accreditation, fines to a maximum amount of CHF. 5,000 (Five Thousand
Swiss Francs) and suspension from the event at which the offence occurred.

52. Appeals and Time Limits

52.1 Decisions of a competition jury may be appealed to the respective Appeals Commission within 24 hours.
The official results may be appealed to the Council via the 12SF Office within 30 days.

52.2 Decisions of the Appeals Commission if it is acting as first instance may be appealed to the I2SF Court
within 8 days.

52.3 Decisions of the Council which concern the membership rights may be appealed within 30 days to the next
Congress.

52.4 Decisions of the Council and its Doping Panel, which concern violations of the doping rules may be
appealed to the Court of Arbitration for Sport within 21 days.

52.5 Decisions of the Council, which concern sanctions for other offences such as unsportsmanlike behaviour or
damage of the reputation of the I2SF, may be appealed to the 12SF Court within 10 days.

52.6 Decisions of the 12SF Court may be appealed within 21 days to the Court of Arbitration for Sport.

52.7 An appeal of a decision will not delay or stay the implementation of such decision.

53. Procedures

53.1 The right to a hearing and review of documentation will be guaranteed.

53.2 Details are determined in the rules of procedure.

53.3 The procedure before the Court of Arbitration for Sport takes place according to its regulations.
53.4 Decisions of the Court of Arbitration for Sport are final and are legally binding.

VI. Publications

54. 12SF Bulletin
54.1 The I2SF publishes a bulletin for general information.
54.2 The Council appoints the editor, who works under the responsibility of the Secretary-General.

VII. Dissolution of the 12SF

55.1 A Congress may dissolve the 12SF by a majority of two-thirds of the votes, provided that at least two-thirds
of the Members Associations or Federations are represented at that Congress.

55.2 After covering all obligations, the remaining capital shall be entrusted to another, for public utility in
Switzerland tax free declared institution and has to be used for the objectives stated in art. 3 of these statutes,
especially for the promotion of Snowscoot as popular and recreational sport. The Congress which dissolves the
I12SF, will decide on the details.
